


Matthew 9:35 NKJV
“Then Jesus went about all the
cities and villages, teaching in
their synagogues, preaching the
gospel of the kingdom, and
healing every sickness and every
disease among the people.”



When Jesus walked the earth, wherever He
went, three things always happened:

1.He taught the Kingdom of God —
people’s hearts were transformed as
they heard the Word.

2.He healed the sick and delivered the
oppressed — showing that God’s power
restores life, health, and hope.

3.He called and equipped disciples —
multiplying His ministry through others.

Age 23 started studying the Bible for 
myself…WWJD? What Would Jesus Do? 
He equipped His disciples to do what He was 
doing.

3 John 2 NKJV
“Beloved, I pray that you may
prosper in all things and be in
health, just as your soul
prospers.”



“My dearly loved brothers, it is my
strongest desire that you prosper in every
way that concerns you - that you not only
have enough money to pay your basic
bills but enough extra so you can really
enjoy yourselves on every road of life
that you take - and that you be healthy, in
good, physical working order, sound
physically in every way, and that you are
blessed with good mental health.”

Cessationism vs. Continuationism.

The gifts of the Holy Spirit ceased at the 
end of the Apostolic Age.

The gifts of the Holy Spirit continue to us.

Acts has 28 chapters in the Bible. But as 
long as the Church Age continues, we are 
still writing the Book of Acts.



Acts 20:27 NKJV
“For I have not shunned to
declare to you the whole
counsel of God.”



The Whole Counsel of God:
● The complete message of salvation
● Repentance and faith
● The Kingdom of God
● Sound doctrine
● God’s promises and warnings
● His purposes revealed in Scripture



● Why Christians get sick.
● The price JESUS paid for healing.
● Redemption’s role in deliverance and

healing.
● How to get well and stay well.
● The role of doctors, medicine, and

common sense.
● How to stay strong and healthy as

you age.
● Scriptural promises of healing.



-The biggest culprit is the curse.
-A lack of knowledge can open the door to
sickness.
-Disobedience opens the door to sickness.
-Foolishness can open the door to sickness.
-Unresolved, hidden issues open the door
to sickness.
-Anxiety, fret, and worry open the door to
sickness.
-Devilish attacks can open the door to
sickness.



1 Corinthians 2:4-5 NKJV
4 “And my speech and my preaching
were not with persuasive words of
human wisdom, but in demonstration
of the Spirit and of power, 5 that your
faith should not be in the wisdom of
men but in the power of God.”



Mark 16:17-18 NKJV
17 “And these signs will follow those
who believe: In My Name they will
cast out demons; they will speak with
new tongues; 18 they will take up
serpents; and if they drink anything
deadly, it will by no means hurt
them; they will lay hands on the sick,
and they will recover.”



These signs shall follow those who have 
engaged their faith and are believing!

Mark 5:25-34 NKJV
25 Now a certain woman had a
flow of blood for twelve years, 26
and had suffered many things
from many physicians. She had
spent all that she had and was no
better, but rather grew worse.



27 When she heard about Jesus, she
came behind Him in the crowd and
touched His garment. 28 For she said,
“If only I may touch His clothes, I
shall be made well.” 29 Immediately
the fountain of her blood was dried
up, and she felt in her body that she
was healed of the affliction.



30 And Jesus, immediately knowing
in Himself that power had gone out of
Him, turned around in the crowd and
said, “Who touched My clothes?” 31
But His disciples said to Him, “You
see the multitude thronging You, and
You say, ‘Who touched Me?’ ” 32 And
He looked around to see her who had
done this thing.



33 But the woman, fearing and
trembling, knowing what had
happened to her, came and fell
down before Him and told Him
the whole truth. 34 And He said
to her, “Daughter, your faith has
made you well. Go in peace, and
be healed of your affliction.”

1.FAITH BEGINS WHEN JESUS
IS HEARD. (Mark 5:27a)



Romans 10:17 NKJV
“So then faith comes by
hearing, and hearing by the
word of God.”



She didn’t see Him yet. She didn’t feel 
better yet. She just heard.

What did she hear?

● He heals the sick.
● He cleanses lepers.
● He restores the broken.
● He turns impossible situations around.



Prophetic moment:

There are people here who have heard bad 
reports:

● From doctors
● From circumstances
● From your own body



But this morning, you’re hearing a greater 
report. Isaiah 53:1, “Who has believed 
our report?”

*Faith grows when the voice of Jesus 
becomes louder than the voice of the 
problem.



2. FAITH MOVES TOWARD JESUS.
(Mark 5:27b)



There was a crowd—but only one touched Him with 
faith.

The crowd was:

● Curious
● Observing
● Close

But she was:

● Desperate
● Determined
● Expectant



Atmosphere truth: Proximity to Jesus is not the 
same as faith in Jesus.

Faith pushes through:

● Fear
● Doubt
● Pain
● Embarrassment
● Delay

Prophetic word: This is your moment to press in!



3. FAITH SPEAKS BEFORE IT
SEES. (Mark 5:28)



She didn’t say:

● “Maybe”
● “I hope”
● “We’ll see”

She declared her healing before it 
happened.

Atmosphere principle:

Faith-filled words release expectancy!



Proverbs 18:21 NKJV
“Death and life are in the
power of the tongue, and those
who love it will eat its fruit.”



Some of you have been saying:

● “This will never change”
● “I’ll always have this”
● “It runs in my family”

Today, we shift the language:

● “God is my healer”
● “My body is responding”
● “I will recover”
● “This is turning around”

Faith talks like the miracle is coming!



4. HEALING POWER RESPONDS
TO FAITH. (Mark 5:29-30)



Notice:

● Jesus didn’t decide to heal her in that moment.
● Her faith drew the power.

Healing wasn’t withheld. Power was already 
present.

Atmosphere declaration:

Jesus is not deciding whether to heal today. His 
power is already here.

Faith is the connection point!



Hebrews 11:6 NKJV
“But without faith it is
impossible to please Him, for
he who comes to God must
believe that He is, and that He
is a rewarder of those who
diligently seek Him.”



5. JESUS WANTS YOUR HEALING
TO BE PUBLIC AND PERSONAL.
(Mark 5:33-34)



He calls her:

Daughter — identity restored.

Peace — emotional healing.

Be healed — lasting wholeness.

This wasn’t just symptom relief! This was 
total restoration!



We are doing what this woman did:

We are:

● Hearing about Jesus
● Speaking faith
● Pressing in
● Expecting power

And I believe:

● Long-term conditions will break!
● Chronic pain will leave!
● Anxiety and depression will lift!
● Bodies will respond!
● Reports will change!
